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» New Federal Law Requies Schools tdeach Internet Safety

The Broadband Data ImprovementAct was signed into law on October 10, bz
President Bush. It includes an online safety mandate that requires all schools r
ing federal e-rate discounts on telecommunications and internet access setrvi
educate students about appropriate online behan@uding interacting with other i
individuals on social networking sites and in chat rooms and cyberbullying awaref&"
and response”

The law also establishes an Online SafetyTauthnologyWorking Group to evaluate 3
safety education efforts, parental control technologies, and filtering and blocking
ware.The Federallrade Commission is ctged with carrying out “a nationwide
program to increase public awareness and provide education regarding strate
promote the safe use of the internet by children.”

One interesting result of this bill is that it replaces the Deleting Online Predatoshich would have required

schools to block access to social networking sites and chat rooms. Educeamadlogy oganizations such as

CoSN (Consortium for School Networkihgtp://www.cosn.og) and ISTE (International Society fdechnology

in Educatiorhttp://wwwi.iste.og) are pleased with the new version of the fdducating students on how to keep
themselves safe while online is the best line of defense, because no technological silver bullet has yet been devise
that will guarantee that students are effectively protected.”
