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What is Dual Enrollment?
• Dual Enrollment helps students make the 

jump from high school into postsecondary 
education. In the program, school districts 
partner with colleges and universities to offer 
high school juniors and seniors the 
opportunity to earn college credit while 
completing their high school requirements.

• Dual Enrollment will allow you to get a “head 
start” on your college career.

• Classes would run in the afternoon between 
2:19 and 3:10** PM two days per week.

We would run courses at the Penn State Learning Center in Lewistown as a central location.  Classes would run in the afternoon between 2:19 and 3:10 PM twice a week to accommodate students who need to be back at school for buses, sports practices and other after school activities. Since you are finished your regular high school required courses at noon the 6-day schedule won’t affect your Penn State schedule. **Our Psychology professor has asked that we schedule his class for 1.5 hrs so that class will end at 3:40.
PSU standards require 37.5 contact hours per 3-credit course.   Homework hours are up to the instructor but you should plan on 2-3 hrs of out of class reading and homework for every credit you take.
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Admission Requirements
• Academic eligibility is determined by the 

Penn State Fayette** Admissions Office, who 
will work with the high school’s guidance 
office to assure each student is academically 
eligible to take dual enrollment courses.

• Students are generally required to have:
– a cumulative GPA of at least 3.0
– a combined SAT score of at least 1000 or 

equivalent scores on other standardized tests
– recommendation from their high school counselor

We team with Penn State Fayette to offer these classes at the 50% tuition reduction.  Your transcript will have the location code FE015.
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• Students must maintain a C or better in 
order to stay in the program.

• Summer doesn’t count for the grant, but 
you may take summer PSU courses on 
your own at the Lewistown Center.

You’ll learn much more about Gen Ed requirements when you officially enroll at Penn State, but for now you should know that the courses we choose to run as dual enrollment courses here in Lewistown will meet Penn State’s Gen Ed requirements. So you’ll always be taking a course that will count for something.

The courses that we’ve identified to run at the Lewistown Learning Center are as follows:

We suggest these because freshmen sections are usually very large (300-500) so we’d like to offer them to you in an intimate setting of 6-10 of your peers.  

The instructors are Penn State adjunct faculty and the course syllabi are approved by each Penn State department so you are assured of getting real Penn State courses.  These are core academic subjects as required by the 720 grant. 
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Credit Transferability
• College credits earned by high school 

students in a dual enrollment program may 
be applied to a Penn State degree and are 
recognized by all Penn State campuses.

• Credits may also be considered for transfer to 
other colleges and universities - contact the 
admissions office in advance to guarantee 
transferability.
– In general, a grade of C or better is required in 

order for credits to be transferred.

Each college/university has its own transfer policy and evaluates each transferred course individually.  The courses that we offer here are general education courses and are easily transferable… but I can’t stand here and guarantee that if you take BI SC 003 from Penn State that it will absolutely transfer any college program anywhere.  If a student needs to know in advance if a course will transfer into a specific college/university, he/she should contact the admissions office of the school to which the credits will be transferred.
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Tuition
• Regular (current) Tuition = $1335 per 3-

credit course ($445 per credit) +fee 
and books

• 720 Tuition= $667.50 (3 credits)

• IT fee = $72; 
• Textbook ~$100

• Total 720 expenses ~$842.50
–‘08-’09 totally paid for by 720 grant

Tuition is charged at the regular university rate.  The tuition rates for 2009-10 will not be announced until July so the rates that are listed here are the current tuition rates for reference.  You can assume that next year’s rates will be higher.

Tuition, fees, books and public transportation are all reimbursable according to the 720 grant.
How much you actually pay will be determined by how many school districts apply for the 720 grant.  The dollars will be distributed around the state.

Dependents of Penn State employees receive their regular tuition grant in aid.
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Why Dual Enrollment?
• Allows you to “try out” a college course while 

still remaining in the supportive environment 
of your high school.

• Helps you make a successful transition into 
the culture and expectations that are present 
in postsecondary institutions.

• It’s an investment in your future - taking 
credits while in high school may allow you to 
finish a degree program early.
