If your child needs a daily, long-term or short-term prescription, or OTC
medication to be administered during school hours, a physician and
parent/guardian must complete and sign the Permission for Administration
of Medication form. Once this form is complete, a parent/guardian or
designated adult MUST transport and deliver all medications (in original and
properly labeled packaging) to the school nurse to ensure secure storage in
the school health office. Per the PA Department of Health, students with
diabetes, asthma, or a life-threatening allergy may self-carry diabetic
supplies, asthma inhalers, or an EpiPen if a physician's order is on file in the
nurse's office. This must be renewed each school year. Students are NOT
permitted to self-carry any other medications, including antibiotics,
controlled substances (such as medications for ADHD, anxiety, depression,
seizures), cough drops, eye drops, medicated creams, vitamins, supplements,
or anything used for medicinal purposes. Please contact Mrs. Potutschnig,
School Nurse, if you have any questions about medications.
