MEDICATION POLICY 

Over-the-Counter Medication forms were handed out to students on the first day of school.  This 

form must be completed and signed by a parent/guardian in order for students to receive 

medication from the school nurse.  If your child has not submitted the Over-the-Counter Medication 

form to the Nurse’s Office, your child will not receive medication at school.  Forms are available in 

the Nurse’s Office.  

As a reminder, students are NOT permitted to carry any medications on their person during school 

hours.  This includes cough drops, medication creams, eye drops or anything used for medicinal 

purposes.  Any medication that is required to be taken at school MUST be transported to and from 

school by a parent/guardian or designated adult and accompanied with a physician’s order.  

Parents and guardians are required to sign medications into the Nurse’s Office at drop-off.  

If your child requires an inhaler, a new physician order must be submitted to the school nurse 

EACH school year before your child can carry an inhaler on their person.  Failure to do so is a 

violation of the MCSD Medication Policy.  Please contact the School Nurse with any questions.
